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Geography
In this term, we will be learning about the United Kingdom and moving onto our capital city.  We will be able to name the four countries that make up the British Ilses and the seas that surround them.  We will learn about London, in preparation for our ‘Great Fire of London’ topic.
Music
This term in Music, the children will be developing their skills in improvisation and appraisal.  They will also be learning about pitch, pulse and rhythm.

History
Our unit of work will all be about the ‘Great Fire of London’, in which we will explore how the fire began and the reasons it spread so quickly.  After half-term, we will consider what life was like for our grandparents as children.


PSHRE/Religious Education
In PSHRE, we will cover units called ‘Me and my relationships’ and ‘Valuing difference’.  Our focus in RE will be on a unit of work titled ‘Myself’.

Art/Design and Technology/Computing
In Art, our focus will be on colour and colour-mixing.  In Design and Technology, our focus is on nutrition and cooking, and we’ll even be making our own bread.  In computing, we will learn about online safety, improving mouse skills and systems and networks.


English
We will use the much-loved book ‘Old Bear’ to be able to write our own stories about rescuing a friend.  After half-term, our focus will be non-fiction, whereby we’ll be learning how to write a set of instructions for making bread. Handwriting, spelling and reading will continue to be a priority, and we will practice these skills on a daily basis.

P.E.
This term, the children will continue to develop their skills in gymnastics, dance, games and skipping.  
Maths
This term, we will begin by building our knowledge and mathematical skills in place value, addition and subtraction and shape. We will be continuing to practice counting in 2s, 5s and 10s.  Year two children will extend their counting skills to 3s and 4s.
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
