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Our story this term is ‘The Gingerbread Man’. We will retell the story of The Gingerbread Man which has plenty of repetition. We will learn lots of new words and during free flow, they will make their own gingerbread man books, story maps, lolly stick characters and paintings. We will look at other stories that have been adapted to different cultural versions e.g. The Runaway Chapatti. We will write simple instructions for making gingerbread.

Physical Education (Fridays)

Daily extended playtimes and PE focus on developing Gross motor skills.
Christmas Nativity/Music.
This term there will be a large focus on speaking and listening and PSED skills whilst we practise and perform our Christmas show.

Expressive Arts & Design
Within our topic we will a range of skills 
Fixing, joining, painting with a range of tools, paint mixing & printing.
Our Christmas crafts will include lots of these skills.
We hope you will join us for our Christmas craft morning.
Phase 1 phonics is the first stage of phonics, focusing on developing children's speaking and listening skills to build a foundation for reading and writing.

Number
This term we will focus on large/big and small/little. We will use real examples of objects that are large and small in relation to each other.
We will move into numbers 1-3 and compare collections and be able to talk about which groups have more/fewer.
In RE we will continue to explore the question ‘Who celebrates what and why?’ and ‘Which people are special and why?’
PSHE we will discuss the importance of teamwork. We will begin the term by discussing the Newstead Primary School core values. 

How do we celebrate?
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We will read a number of Non-fiction books linked to celebration – Remembrance Day, Bonfire Night, Divali, Birthdays and finally Christmas. We will explore all these topics each week within our continuous provision both indoors and outdoors.
