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We will learn about the features of rock music this term. As part of this we will be learning the song Livin’ on a Prayer by Bon Jovi! 
French 
We will be using a new programme for French this year called Language Angels. We will learn the language to describe our families. 

Numeracy 
This term we will be learning more about place value, addition and subtraction, area, multiplication, division and fractions. 

Computing
We will start the term by learning about online safety, focusing on the use of strong passwords and identifying unsafe online behaviour.  Later in the term we will learn how to further develop algorithms using the program Scratch.  
Why is Nottingham such a cool place to live? Why is the River Trent so important to Nottingham? 
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We would like to take this opportunity to welcome you to a new academic year and trust that you all had an enjoyable and relaxing summer. This letter is just to briefly outline some of the work your child/ren will be covering this term and make you aware of any events coming up.


Our theme for this half term will begin with a study of William Shakespeare. We will look at the life of Shakespeare and focus in depth at two of his plays – ‘A Midsummer Night’s Dream’ and ‘Macbeth’.
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PE
The children will work on gymnastics in PE and hockey in games. They will also learn about mindfulness and nutrition.


RE/PSHE
In PSHE we will learn about healthy, positive relationships. In RE we will be learning about the qualities of some famous inspirational leaders. 
Art
This term we will be investigating landscape art, focusing on the work of Van Gogh, J.M.W Turner and John Constable. We will be learning about their individual styles and some of the techniques they used to create their masterpieces. We will go onto draw and paint our own landscape masterpieces using the local environment as our inspiration! 

Literacy
This half term, to complement our topic, we will study the story Robin of Sherwood by Michael Morpurgo. We will research the legendary character and use drama and roleplay to engage with events and characters in the story. We will learn how to build tension and suspense in our writing and create a new chapter for the story, detailing a heroic rescue! We will also use our knowledge about rivers to write an explanation about how rivers are formed. 
Geography
We will learn about the location of Nottingham within the UK and about the human and physical features that make it such a great place to live. We will also explore how Nottingham has changed over time. We will then go on to learn about the River Trent and famous rivers around the world. We will investigate why many cities of the world, including Nottingham are situated by rivers.

This half term we will asking the questions: ‘Why is Nottingham such a cool place to live?’ and ‘Why is the River Trent so important to Nottingham?’ This is a geography based topic that starts with a study of Nottingham and the River Trent. We will then study rivers in more detail, looking at rivers around the world, their features, uses and their effect on the environment.
