School Ready

Your child needs their reading folder (decodable book and key words) daily. A warm coat and a water bottle are the only additional items they need to bring to school. Please try and discourage your child bringing other bags/ toys from home. If your child needs an additional snack for the afternoon break please ensure this is a healthy snack (fruit/yogurts/cheese/cereal bars).
Medicine reminder

If your child requires medicine during the school day, please complete a medicine form from the school office. All medicine needs to come to school in the original box/bottle with the child’s name on the label (as prescribed by the pharmacy) and the instructions of dosage. We do not give antibiotics that are required three times a day. 
PE will continue to take place on Mondays and Fridays. PE kit should remain in school for the half term. Please ensure all items are clearly named. PE Kit will be sent home for a wash during half term holidays. Earrings should be studs only and all earrings should be removed before school on these days or covered with plasters if they have been recently pierced.  
As always, we rely on your help with home tasks. Below are the different activities we expect your child to complete with your help if they need it. Keep it short and sweet. A few minutes on each of the tasks below, every day is more than enough. 

Daily Reading

Daily reading is essential. Your child will be sent home with a decodable reading book which they will keep for the week. This is a phonics practise book and they will need to read it daily to practise segmenting and blending sounds taught during phonics sessions. Please sign your child’s diary to let me know you have listened to them read.  

Keywords Reading Challenge and grapheme cards
Please help them to learn and remember the keywords given. Focus on a few words at a time if you like. Learning keywords helps develop fluency in reading and is an essential part of learning to read. Please also practise any graphemes sent home on cards in order to help your child keep up in phonics and instantly recognise sounds when reading.
