We will then move into Design and Technology, when we will be learning about mechanisms. As part of our Showcase Task, we will make an animal moving picture using sliders and levers.  In English, we’ll be thinking about fairy tales, in particular ‘Red Riding Hood’.  We’ll be developing our knowledge and skills to write our own fairy tales with a focus on characterization.  After half-term, we will be learning all about plants and planting our own seeds.  In Art, we’ll be practicing our skills in observational drawing and using a view finder to look at plants, flowers and natural objects in detail.
