Numeracy 
This term we will be learn more about shape, position and direction, decimals, time and money. 

French 
We will continue to learn the language used to present ourselves and our families.
PE
The children will work on gymnastics in PE lessons and cricket in games lessons. 

Why were Norman castles certainly not bouncy?
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We would like to take this opportunity to welcome you to a new academic year and trust that you all had an enjoyable and relaxing summer. This letter is just to briefly outline some of the work your child/ren will be covering this term and make you aware of any events coming up.


Our theme for this half term will begin with a study of William Shakespeare. We will look at the life of Shakespeare and focus in depth at two of his plays – ‘A Midsummer Night’s Dream’ and ‘Macbeth’.
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English
This half term, we will be learning how to write a character description, using the model text Smaug taken from The Lord of the Rings by J.R.R Tolkien. We will focus on techniques for creating character descriptions along with techniques for developing atmosphere and suspense. Our novel this half term will be How to Train your Dragon by Cressida Cowell. 
History
Children will begin by looking at the three contenders for the throne in 1066, and the battles that were fought between these men before William, Duke of Normandy, was crowned King of England. Children will learn why castles were built, and how to become a Norman knight. They will move onto learning about how England changed under William the Conqueror’s rule with the introduction of the Feudal System. Finally, the children will find out about the compilation of the Domesday book.
Computing
We will learn how to use a 3D modelling package ‘Sketchup’ to design a room. Once confident, we will use the program to design a room in a Norman castle!
D&T
This term we will be learning how to join fabrics using different sewing techniques. We will develop our skills and produce a product that tells a story inspired by the Bayeaux tapestry. 

Music
We will learn about Motown music this term! We will learn the song ‘Dancing in the street’ by Matha and the Vandellas.  
This half term we will ask the question ‘Why were Norman castles certainly not bouncy? As part of a study of British History that extends beyond 1066, we will find out all about the Norman invasion and its impact on British Society.
