Curriculum 

Our Geography and History topic this term is ‘Our local Mills, Mining and Landscapes’. We will look at Newstead and the surrounding areas, looking at how mining and the mills have developed and impacted the area around us, along with how they transformed our local landscapes. We are excited to dive into the mining history in Newstead! Our focus in Literacy is around dialogue, we will be developing our grammar skills around speech and taking inspiration from the book ‘The Flower’ by John Light to at the end of the topic, write a wishing tale. In Music we will learn and appraise a variety of music including a disco song about friendship, peace and unity. In Design and Technology this term we are building ‘Shell Structures’, we will be visiting local landmarks, gaining inspiration for their own designs, creating a structure to represent the village. In French, we will be focusing on how to say a variety of fruits and learn to say if we like or dislike an item.  Within RE, we will develop an understanding of where, how and why people worship as well as learning about scared people and places. In P.E we will be developing skills in gymnastics and cricket. 

Working together at home
